Adoption Contract

The following contractual agreement is between Recycled Canines Dalmatian Rescue (RCDR), and _____________________________________________

RCDR does not guarantee nor make any claims or assertions as to the personality, behavior or health of said dog. Every reasonable effort has been made by RCDR to screen potentially aggressive or dangerous dogs, however, no claims, assertions or guarantees are made as to the predictive reliability of said dog's personality or behavior.  RCDR has provided said dog with a general health examination by a licensed veterinarian.

Adopter agrees to the following (please initial):

____
The Adopter agrees to help defray expenses for rehabilitating said dog and to help the next rescue dog by donating $175 for purebreds or $125 for mixed breeds, payable immediately upon adoption of said dog.  Only half of this is refundable, within two weeks, if the dog must be returned to RCDR.

____
The Adopter agrees that said dog will not be used for animal research or experiments, breeding, attack training, or dog fighting; it will not be tied up or chained, abused, neglected, crated for an extensive amount of time, allowed to run at large and it will not spend a majority of its time outdoors.  

____
The Adopter agrees that said dog will live and sleep inside and not in a garage, doghouse, or any other type of outbuilding.  You also agree to provide adequate time and attention to said dog to insure good emotional health of said dog.

____
The Adopter agrees that if said dog dies for any reason, natural, accidental, by euthanasia from medical condition or disease, Adopter will immediately contact RCDR.

____
The Adopter agrees that said dog will never be given away, transferred, sold, leased to a third party or maintained at a location other than the Adopter's residence.  In the event that ownership of said dog must be terminated for any reason, said dog will be transferred back to RCDR and to no other third party.  Transportation and any other costs incurred because of the return, will be paid by the Adopter.

The Adopter acknowledges that if, in the opinion of RCDR, said dog and/or Adopter is/are not adapting to the adoptive relationship, and that there is evidence that a positive adoptive relationship will not thrive, RCDR reserves its right to remove said dog from the Adopter's possession and terminate this adoption agreement.

The Adopter agrees to permit a designated representative of RCDR to perform scheduled post-adoption visits to the Adopter's residence for the purpose of evaluating said dog's health and well-being.

____ The Adopter acknowledges and agrees to assume all risks and liabilities incident to this adoption to include any and all acts of said dog from the date of this adoption forward.

____ The Adopter is prepared to assume the financial responsibilities of caring for said dog, and agrees to keep said dog on heartworm prevention throughout the year as will as provide yearly heartworm tests, vaccinations, veterinarian care, quality food, licensing, etc.

____The Adopter agrees to provide a receipt for heartworm preventative within one month of adoption.

____ The Adopter agrees that said dog must have up to date, personal identification tags on at all times with Adopter’s information including, name, phone number and a second contact number
____ The Adopter agrees to pay RCDR the sum of $500.00 as liquidated damages in the event the terms of this contract are breached; this liquidated damage value does not bar RCDR from seeking the return of the animal by judicial process or other legal means necessary. If legal action is instituted, the Adopter agrees to pay reasonable court costs and attorney fees.

____ The Adopter acknowledges and understands that if the Adopter acts in violation to any part of this contractual agreement either through act or omission, knowingly or intentionally commits misrepresentation to any contractual stipulation, this contract will be considered null and void and ownership of said dog will revert back to RCDR.

If applicable:

____ The Adopter is required to enroll in and complete an obedience class within three months.  Proof of this should be mailed to RCDR after completion of the class.

____ Due to the age or health of the dog, it has not been spayed/neutered.  The Adopter agrees that the dog will be spayed/neutered before ______________(date) .  Verification of this fact will be required in the form of either a bill or letter from the veterinarian providing the service.  If this is not done, the dog wi1l be returned to Recycled Canines and no refunds will be given.

____ The dog has tested positive for heartworms and will need to go through heartworm treatment after settling into its new home.  This treatment is covered by the rescue if performed at an approved veterinary clinic that works with RCDR.  If the Adopter chooses to have the treatment done elsewhere, a refund of $_________ will be given after proof of the treatment is mailed to RCDR.

We, the undersigned, have read, understood and agreed with the terms of this contract.
